The 1908 Olympic Marathon course was set at 26 miles from Windsor
Castle to the Stadium, plus */; of a lap, clockwise(385 yards) to the finish
in front of the Royal Box.

Those extra yards proved too much for Dorando Pietri who collapsed in
the stadium, was helped across the line by Jack Andrew, the Chief Clerk,
and was disqualified.

Jack Andrew was ready to help the second finisher,

Johnny Hayes, but he needed no help, and was awarded the Gold Medal.
To public acclaim, Dorando was awarded a cup by Queen Alexandra.
